Mr. Wilson's Classroom Expectations

Welcome to Driver’s Education!  Throughout this class you will be given the tools to handle the mental aspect of driving.  Classroom driver’s education will work together with the behind-the-wheel portion to make you the safest driver possible.  It is the goal of North Mac High School to make you as safe, educated, and skilled as you can be.  The State of Illinois requires every driver’s education student to have 30 hours of classroom time before receiving a driver’s license. Your attendance is imperative for this class.

Expectations:

Be on time.
Be prepared for class!  
Have your Rules of the Road book, Drive Right book, and a pen or pencil every class.
Be prepared to take notes on procedures and definitions.
Use appropriate language at all times.
Come rested and ready to learn.  Sleeping in class will not be tolerated, as it shows lack of responsibility.
Treat teachers, substitutes, and speakers with respect at all times.

Classroom Management Procedures:

Verbal warning.
Minor offenses- time with teacher, seating change, or a written assignment to make-up for lost time.
Major offenses- referred to the Building Administrator.
The teacher has the right to bypass any of these procedures depending on the severity of the offense

Behind-the-Wheel Expectations:

You must have your permit in order to drive.
Pay attention when observing as different situations will occur daily.
Use of cell phones and mp3 players during classroom, and behind-the-wheel is prohibited.
We must have a minimum of three people in the car to drive; driver, observer and teacher.
If you must cancel a drive, notify your instructor as soon as possible.

Cooperative Driving

North Mac High School is a cooperative driving school which means, any student receiving an “A” or a “B” in classroom and behind-the-wheel may be able to bypass the driving test when they receive their license.  This is reward for your hard work, as taking the driving test can be inconvenient at times.  The Secretary of State does complete random testing of students who are exempt.
