Spanish Class Rules and Procedures
Rules:
1. Respect their peers, teachers. Any insults or show of disrespect toward the instructor or classmates will result in a write-up and removal from the classroom. 
2. Respect the classroom.  Throwing books, littering or defacement will always result in a write-up.
3. Do not talk while instructor is talking. There should be no student-to-student talking during lecture or going over classwork. First violation will be responded to with a reminder to the whole class. Any further violations during that time will result in a write-up for those seen violating the rule. Students will not be given continued individual warnings.
4. Phones must be turned off. School procedure for phone violations will be upheld.
5. Be seated and ready when the bell rings. Students will receive one warning per week. Subsequent violations will result in a tardy slip thereafter.
6. Use class time for class work. Students may talk quietly only after they have finished HW. Each student will receive one warning.
