Mr. Wilson Driver’s Education Syllabus
The first week of class will be focused on helping you receive your permit.  To receive your permit you must: pass a written exam, pass a vision test, have one of your parent’s sign the permit application, and pay a fee of $20 for your permit.  The check should be made out to the Secretary of State.  The permit application will be completed in class during the first week.   Be sure to bring glasses or contacts if you wear them for the vision test.  

Grading:

At the end of each chapter, you should expect either homework , or a quiz on the material we have covered.  At the end of each unit we will have a unit test.   The unit tests (4) will be a major portion of your grade, and will consist of questions from the previous 4-5 chapters.  Finally, we will have various projects throughout the class that will require research, and most importantly, your opinion on the topic.  The district grading scale will be used for all assignments.  Grading will be cumulative based on tests, quizzes, homework, and projects. To pass this course you must have obtained a 70% or better to receive credit for the Driver’s Education classroom portion.
