Minimum intervals for administration:
For 6t grade entry: the first dose
received on or after the 11th birthday.
For 12t grade entry: second dose on or
after the 16th birthday and an interval
of at least eight weeks after the first
dose. Only one dose is required if the
first dose was received at age 16 or
older. No proof of immunity allowed.

Notes:

Students attending ungraded school programs must comply in accordance with grade equivalent.

Within the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) recommendations, vaccine doses given up to four days before minimum interval or age can be counted as valid.
However, this does not apply to intervals between live vaccines. Live vaccines shall not be given fewer than 28 days after receipt of a prior live vaccine.
